Tahki places her hand within Bret’s as she begins to lead him out of the building. It is clear that the True Blood that has stayed behind is lacking in combat experience, and is possibly both shocked and scared by what has just happened, or else the boy wouldn’t have been able to make it all the way out here. He would regain his composure eventually though, and once he does he still has a combat suit that has both strength enhancing and stealth capabilities, and there is no way that Tahki will be able to stand up against that in her weaked state.
